From the Head of Junior School

As things slowly start returning to some semblance of
‘normal’ here in the Junior School, as the term has
progressed, we have been noticing increasingly

some ‘interesting things'.  For our students, the initial
excitement of seeing friends and being back at

school has been gradually replaced with some
different, less desirable, behaviours. Children who
have never shown separation anxiety are now

finding it difficult to part with mum or dad at the

start of the school day; things that would not

typically bother a child are all of a sudden, more of

a big deal. There are niggles with friends or tears
when given a direction from their teacher. You may
have noticed some 'interesting things' in your own
homes - the very place, where your children feel

most comfortable.

In talking with my colleagues at other schools, they
too paint a similar picture of students in their
contexts. This is being widely recognised as a
delayed response to stress. While at school, we have
been careful to maintain all the recommendations

and guidelines put out by our advisory bodies, our
kids are smart. They know things are, have been
and will continue to be, different. They have seen a
lot of change in a short time. And this change is

being processed in a variety of ways. So, for now,
we have been prioritising learning engagements

that promote wellbeing. (The link between health
and wellbeing and positive academic performance

is well researched. Essentially, happy kids learn
better and get along with others better too!)

At home, do what you can to be attentive to
wellbeing. Commit to healthy eating, schedule
downtime, limit time in front of screens and get kids
to bed at a reasonable hour. Spend time outside,
come together as a family over a board game.
Read, talk, laugh. And, if you notice anything
'interesting’, communicate this with your child's
teacher, who along with all of our staff, have been
working super hard to keep things steady, calm and
sure for the children in these uncertain times.
Together, we can navigate this next phase without
compromising their wellbeing.
